[bookmark: _Hlk126682959]Byways order – Unfortunately Durham County Council are unable to provide landowner addresses for Sleightholme Moor Road as this would breach GDPR guidance.  Regarding the point of changing the status of the route, the application to record the route on the Definitive Map was submitted by a member of the BHS, and they were able to do so due to section 53 of the Wildlife and Countryside act 1981.  Legal advice determined that due to the application of them NERC ACT 2006 the highest status we could record the route was Restricted Byway, rather than as a Byway open to all traffic as in North Yorkshire.
Clerk to reply “ the Councillors asked "how the designation can be observed if we don't know who the land owner is?"  as earlier correspondence suggested we write to the landowner to ask their permission to continue to use the road.

We also wondered what right the BHS has to dictate the use of public highways that have been used by local people for many years.
